Audubon’s logo stands at the heart of our visual 
identity, reflecting the majesty of the birds we protect 
as well as a nod to our history. In the late 19th century, 
outrage over the slaughter of waterbirds—particularly 
egrets and other waders—for the millinery trade led to
the foundation of the first Audubon Society. Since then,
we have grown into a leading voice for conservation, 
maintaining the Great Egret as our core brand symbol.

The illustrated mark in our logo has been newly 
streamlined for a stronger, more contemporary look, 
in consultation with experts in avian anatomy. Our 
letterforms have also been refined for easier legibility 
at small sizes and in screen-based media.
